Eur’08 Week
During the week beginning 11th February 2008, the children in the infants will be learning about different European Countries.

Each class will be studying one country in particular; 

Robins (YRH) – Italy



Wrens (YRM) – Switzerland

Flamingos (Y1W) – Holland

Kingfishers (Y2WS) – Spain


Woodpeckers (Y2BS) – Germany

The children will all have opportunities to participate in art, technology, food tasting, dance, music and language activities linked to the class country.

On Thursday 14th February all the children will be given a passport and will then travel to each European Country (class) and complete an activity, so by the end of the day all the children will have learnt something about each country being studied.
This week will culminate in a “Eurovision” assembly on Friday morning.    Each class will perform a song or dance from their chosen country to the rest of the school.  On Friday afternoon we will be having a celebration of the work carried out all week and we will be having a European Party.  Each class will cook a traditional dish from their country to take to the party to share with the rest of the infants. 
We would like all the children to wear either a traditional costume for their country or clothes in the colours of the flag for their country on Friday and to bring a small plate of food for the party, such as fruit, vegetables, biscuits, crisps or cakes.  As we have several children with allergies we would ask you to be especially careful not to send in anything containing nut products.
