LOUSY IDEAS
From the Parent Partnership Group

Firstly, thank you fto everyone who responded to
our questionnaire about headlice and how to get rid
of them.

The responses, in order of frequency, were:
e Nit combing - yes, it's time consuming -
but it was the sure-fire winner in the war
against lice. Every day for two weeks after
finding lice, apply ordinary hair conditioner —
and comb through with a nit comb. Rinse out
conditioner. Check and comb every two to
three days for at least two more weeks. All the
family to be checked and treated if necessary.

® A good nit comb. Nitty Gritty comb was one
recommended by name.

e Some products were recommended, but other
parents reported adverse skin reactions to the
same products or reported they did not work. Full
Marks, Hedrin, Lyclear, Lice Attack, Prioderm, Not
Nice to Lice (an organic product) had all been used.
e Concern was expressed about the use of the
type of insecticides (organophosphates) in some
treatments. It has been reported that lice are in-
creasingly immune to chemical freatments. They
are expensive.

e Some parents used tea tree products, they
felt these might deter lice.

Prevention: Keep hair short; tie back long hair.
Wide head bands may help stop lice spreading.

We felt there was not enough interest in a
nit-busting workshop to organise one,
but hope that some of this information will be
useful. The NHS Direct website

may be helpful; there are many others.
We hope you have a happy and nit-free
summer.
